
 

 Year 9 French: Unit 1 – Identity and relationships with others.  
 

Topic(s) to be covered 

This term students will explore the following topics:  

• Introducing yourself, the position of adjectives, present tense of regular -er verbs.  

• Personality descriptions, adjective agreements, present tense of regular -re verbs. 

• Family relationships, using qui, reflexive verbs in the present tense.
